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When you're ready to commit to being a
part of the life, ministry and impact of
this church family, your next step is
membership.

Becoming a member gives you a voice in the decisions
that the local church makes. You get to be a part of the
discussion and prayerfully consider different aspects of
the life of the church.
Maintaining a healthy membership allows us to operate
with integrity and full compliance as a registered charity
in Canada.
We can do far more when we are working together and
committed to a common vision and mission than we
could ever do alone.

While you won't read about formal church membership in
the New Testament, we believe that it holds so much value
for the local church and in the life of the believer.

Steps to Membership
Acknowledge Jesus Christ as Saviour and Lord of your life.

Be baptized in water (or be open to it).

Regularly attend church services and be involved in the
life of the church through serving and giving.

Live in harmony with the Freedom Church family.

Read and agree with our statement of faith (see attached
and "PAOC Statement of Essential Truths").

Read and agree to abide by Freedom Church's
Incorporation By-Law, vision, mission and core values and
Lifestyle & Morality Standards (attached).

Prayerfully and openly support the pastors and leaders.

Live a Christ-like lifestyle every day as a representative of
His Kingdom and of the Freedom Church family.

Complete and submit a membership application
(attached or available at freedomkw.com/membership).

Be open to meeting with a staff member or deacon to
discuss your application.

Completed applications will be reviewed at the next
available Board of Deacons meeting. Applicants will then
be contacted regarding the status of the application.

Once approved, members are invited to participate in the
Annual Business Meeting (typically in March) and any
other special business meeting that might be called.

Approved members are eligible to nominate candidates
for the Board of Deacons and be nominated (annually in
January).
